Airfield Improvement Project at Palm Beach International Airport
Early Notification Package and Scoping Meeting Invitation

Dear [Addressee's name]:

This letter is to inform you that the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) intends to
prepare an Environmental Impact Statement (EIS) for the Airfield Improvement Project at
Palm Beach International Airport (PBIA). The proposed projects (see Figure | enclosed)
that are the main focus of the EIS include:

Extension of Runway 9R-27L from 3,210 feet to 8,000 feet long, and expansion of
Runway 9R-27L from 75 feet to 150 feet wide.

Shifting the Runway 9R-27L centerline 100 feet south, resulting in a separation
distance of 800 feet between Runways 9R-27L and 9L-27R.

Construction of a localizer antenna and Medium Intensity Approach Lighting System
with Runway Alignment Indicator Lights (MALSR) on both ends of Runway 9R-
27

Extension of Taxiway “L" (with taxiway connectors) to parallel the full length of
Runway 9L-27R, and widening of Taxiway “L"” to 75 feet.

Relocation of Taxiway “R™ 100 feet south, widening from 35 feet to 75 feet, and
extension to 8,000 feet to the full-length of extended Runway 9R-271.

On-airport relocation of the Very High Frequency Omni-Directional Radio Range
(VOR) navigational aid.

Shortening of the southeast end of Runway 13-31 by 3,412 feet to uncouple the
intersections with Runways 9L-27R and 9R-27L, shifting the northwest end of
Runway 13-31 north by 480 feet, and extending parallel Taxiways “B” and “F (total
length of Runway 13-31 would be reduced from 6,932 feet to 4,000 feet).

Provide a standard Runway Safety Area (RSA) on the Runway 31 end.

Relocate Fixed Base Operator (FBO) facilities from the south side of the airport to
the northwest quadrant of the airpont (former Golfview area).

Relocate a portion of the Airport West Canal to take it out of the Runway 9R-27L
RSA.



e Acqusition of off-airport property within the Runway 9R Runway Protection Zone
(RPZ).

We are sending you this early notification package for the following reasons:

¢ To advise you of the initiation of the EIS;

¢ To invite you or your representative to attend the Agency Scoping Mecting;

o To request any background information that your agency may have regarding the
airport site; and

* To obtain an understanding of any issues, concerns or policies or regulations that
your agency may have regarding the environmental analysis that will be undertaken
in the EIS.

In order to streamline data acquisition and reduce duplication of effort for each of the
numerous Federal, state and local agencies that will be involved in this EIS process, we
request that you or your designated representative act as a single point of contact with your
agency throughout the course of the study. This would entail disseminating information to
the appropriate departments or individuals, and acting as the agency's coordinator for
providing input to the study and consolidating comments on the study materials.

We would also like to take the opportunity at this time to notify you that as one of the initial
steps in the EIS process, FAA will be conducting an Agency Scoping Meeting and Public
Scoping Meeting. The purpose of the Scoping Meetings are to present an overview of the
Scoping and EIS processes, to describe the proposed projects under FAA consideration, and
to obtain input from agencies and the public regarding the issues 1o be examined in the EIS.

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Alternatives 1 and 2 would impact 4.22 acres and 18.77 acres of canals, and stormwater
reservoirs, respectively. The FAA has proposed to offset the loss of canals and reservoirs
through the construction of new canals and reservoirs on the project site. The project is located
in Palm Beach County, Florida.

THREATENED AND ENDANGERED SPECIES
Wood stork

The project site is located within the core foraging area (CFA) (within 18.6 miles) of two active
breeding colonies of the endangered wood stork (Mycteria americana). The project will result in
impacts to either 4.22 acres (Alternative 1) or 18.77 acres (Alternative 2) of canals, and
stormwater treatment reservoirs that may provide marginal foraging habitat for the wood stork.
The FAA has proposed to replace the canals and stormwater treatment reservoirs within the
project site, and has determined that the project “may affect, but is not likely to adversely affect”
the wood stork. The Service concurs with this determination.

This letter fulfills the requirements of section 7 of the Act and no further action is required. If
modifications are made to the project, if additional information involving potential effects to
listed species becomes available, or if a new species is listed, reinitiation of consultation may be
necessary.
