My wife and I are seriously concerned about this issue. We live at 222
Greenwood Drive with our two children. We are directly in the flight
path. We had always suspected that an airport expansion was not far
away, given that 70 million dollars that were spent on the airport
overpass. While we do not complain except to ourselves, the airport
authority is supposed to be alternating the take-off and landing traffic
coming into and leaving PBIA. That rarely happens. We are not one of
those residents that has the unrealistic notion that flights should be
diverted to make our lives comfortable...we knew purchasing the home
that we would have to live with the air traffic, however it should be
noted that the airport rarely alternates the take-off patter and glide
path. We feel with a runway expansion this will only exacerbate the
current issue.

Because of this and several other issues my wife and I have seriously
contemplated moving in the past several years. There are several issues
with that idea. First if we could sell our home our, we would not be
able to afford another home with as much character and charm. We are in
love with being able to walk down the street and be along the water,
close to downtown, decent schools etc... Second I have two small
children, the product that is available to us has no yards, I have a
yard that they can play in. Third our house has survived 4 or 5 major
hurricanes with little or no damage I feel safe in our home. As a result
we have made considerable investments in our home. Increased air traffic
impacts our investment, our home. Believe me as a planner, I can respect
the need to create a sustainable economic base for the growth of the
County/City. Increased transportation facilities allow that to happen.
If a runway expansion is inevitable then I would suggest that the
County/City provide the following:

1. Increased funding and availability of funds for residents directly in
the flight path or airport overlay to sound proof their homes.

2. The exhaust from these aircraft continually leave soot that stains
our homes, driveways, pools etc... Increased funding should also include
a provision that allow residents within the flight path to have their
property pressured cleaned or defray upkeep and maintenance.

3. Increased monitoring of and implementation of alternating
flight/glide paths. This is only fair given that is was a promise that
has been made to residents time and time again.
